	COUNCILLORS UPDATES:
a. Maintenance of Public Toilets
TO NOTE – Cllr Dobson to start to tidy up the insides.  Councillor Clive Pearson to send information on grants available once received.
b. Monitoring of footpaths and benches, to include broken footpath signs (junction of Featherbed Lane & Fair Pasture Lane and top left hand corner of field at end of Fair Pasture Lane) and location for new bench
TO NOTE – Community Payback Team were in the village at the weekend.  Featherbed Lane looking good.  Broken signs still not repaired.
c. Retaining wall crumbing on Featherbed Lane (now further up the lane)
TO NOTE – next section of wall is in danger of crumbling.  Clerk to chase up outcome.
d. Garths and boundary marking, to include two tenants who have not acknowledged increases
TO NOTE – garth inspections carried out. It was noted that at Skelder the garth co-ordinates are not quite in the correct place.  Also, garth wall starting to fall near Cllr Dobson’s garth.  It was noted that all co-ordinates are held for the garths should the problem continue.
e. Grass verges
TO NOTE – no current issues with grass, however the tree at the monument needs urgent attention as the tree is encroaching on the telephone wires.  A quote has been received for £180-£200 + VAT to have this trimmed.  All were in agreement to proceed.  Due to the low quote no further quotes need be obtained.
f. North Yorkshire Council Highways Issues
TO NOTE – clerk to ask for road surface throughout the village to be raised again.
g. Dog waste/fouling and addition of extra bin
TO NOTE – unfortunately the invoice from North Yorkshire Council had been sent to the Parish Hall, once amended to the Parish Council the invoice can be paid and the bin installed.  Clerk to raise with NYC.
