a. Maintenance of Public Toilets
TO NOTE – All okay, a tap will need to be replaced shortly.
b. Monitoring of footpaths and benches, to include broken footpath signs (junction of Featherbed Lane & Fair Pasture Lane and top left hand corner of field at end of Fair Pasture Lane) and location for new bench
TO NOTE – The Community Payback Team continue to visit.  Bridleway to Woodlands has been stoned.  It was also noted the road to Woodlands isn’t very good and the bank is propped up, however there is no vehicular access up the bridleway as this is a private lane with only certain people having right of way.
c. Retaining wall crumbing on Featherbed Lane (now further up the lane)
TO NOTE – outstanding.
d. Garths and boundary marking
TO NOTE – fines collected.  One letter of acknowledgement regarding the fine increase remains outstanding.  
e. Grass verges
TO NOTE – Cllr Dobson to ask for quotes for Croft Corner, village green and the monument for 3 weekly cuts.  Clerk to ask Grosmont Estate if they would be willing to cut from Croft Corner to the main road on both sides as a gesture of goodwill.
f. North Yorkshire Council Highways Issues
TO NOTE – Unfortunately due to no capital funding allocated the road through the village will not currently be repaired.
g. Dog waste/fouling and addition of extra bin
TO NOTE – North Yorkshire Council sent the invoice to the Village Hall, they have been asked to re-address this to the Parish Council and once an invoice is received and paid the bin will be installed.  Clerk to forward details on to Clive Pearson.
h. Honesty box
